Tyfu Pobl travel bursaries

You may apply for up to £150 in total for travel expenses to visit other community farms and gardens. If your expenses are likely to amount to more than this figure, please contact FCFCG Cardiff Office to discuss availability of additional funding.

Application success depends on your application and available funding. Applicants will be informed of the decision within one month of applying.
